Turn Prime Knob
forward to SPRAY
position to spray fluid.

e Always engage trigger lock
when not spraying.

4 Verify a clean pum filter is
installed in the bo om of the
cup at the pump inlet.

e Adirty or plugged pump filter
will result in poor sprayer
operation or loss of prime.

2 Turn the Spray Tip to the
UNCLOG position and Install
a fully charged battery.

3 Verify Storage Plug is OPEN.
e Storage plug must be open
during spraying to avoid an
air lock in the cup and loss of
prime.

4 To prime the pump, point
the gun into a waste pail
and pull the trigger for 10
seconds.
e This will purge air from the
pump.
¢ The electronic gun is always
open when the trigger is
pulled, so a small amount
of fluid may spray out while
priming.

5 Turn the Prime Valve knob
forward to the SPRAY
position.

6 To prime the hose and gun,
point the gun into a waste
pail and pull the trigger for
10 seconds or until there is a
steady stream of paint.

e This will purge all air (and
storage fluid) from the hose
and gun.of fluid may spray out
while priming.

7 Turn the Spray Tip forward to
the SPRAY position.

NOTE: To avoid pump damage, if gun does not spray after
10 seconds STOP and repeat STARTUP.
