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Installation

Position the unit in the selected location, and carefully
level the base upon the floor in such a manner that the
elevator cylinder tube will be vertically true. If neces-
sary, use suitable metal shims to compensate for any
surface irregularities in the floor.

NOTE: The reference numbers in parenthesis in the
text refer to the callouts in the parts drawing.

NOTE: Two 1/2”  (13 mm) diameter mounting holes
are provided in the base so the unit can be anchored
to the floor, if desired.

1. Position three of the flat washers (4) over the
elevator mounting holes in the steel base plate (5).

2. Set the elevator tube assembly on the 
washers (4), aligning their holes.

3. Place the remaining three flat washers (4) over the
holes in the elevator base casting. Drop screws (1)
through the holes and fasten securely  with lock
washers (2) and nuts (3).
