Mount the Pump

Mount the pump directly to the wall (order Wall
Mounting Kit, page 43) or to a Graco cart (order Cart
Mounting Kit 24E879).

Wall-Mounted Pumps

1. Be sure the wall can support the weight of the
pump, bracket, hoses and accessories, as well as
the stress caused during operation.

2. Position the wall bracket about 1.2-1.5 m (4-5 ft)
above the floor. For ease of operation and service,
make sure the pump air inlet, fluid inlet, and fluid
outlet ports are easily accessible.

Installation

The pump air regulator (H) controls pump speed
and outlet pressure by adjusting the air pressure to
the pump.

The air relief valve (not shown) opens
automatically to prevent overpressurization of the

The gun air regulator (D) adjusts the air pressure
to the air-assisted spray gun (L).

The air-assisted or airless spray gun (L)
dispenses the fluid. The gun houses the spray tip

Air Line Accessories

Install the following accessories in the order shown in
FiG. 1 and FIG. 2, using adapters as necessary.

e An air-line filter (B) removes harmful dirt and
moisture from the compressed air supply.

¢ A second bleed-type air shutoff valve (A) isolates

the air line accessories for servicing. Locate
upstream from all other air line accessories.

Grounding

The equipment must be grounded to reduce the risk of
static sparking. Static sparking can cause fumes to ignite
or explode. Grounding provides an escape wire for the
electric current.

Pump: See FIG. 3. Verify that the ground screw (GS) is
attached and tightened securely to the air motor.
Connect the other end of the ground wire (S) to a true
earth ground.

Air and fluid hoses: Static electricity may build up
when fluids flow through pumps, hoses, and sprayers.
At least one hose must be electrically conductive, with
a maximum of 500 ft. (150 m) combined hose length to
ensure grounding continuity. Check electrical
resistance of hose. If total resistance to ground
exceeds 25 megohms, replace hose immediately.

Air compressor: follow manufacturer’s
recommendations.

Spray gun / Dispense valve: Ground the spray gun

through connection to a Graco-approved grounded
fluid hose.

Fluid supply container: follow local code.
Object being sprayed: follow local code.

Solvent pails used when flushing: follow local code.
Use only conductive metal pails, placed on a grounded
surface. Do not place the pail on a nonconductive
surface, such as paper or cardboard, which interrupts
grounding continuity.

To maintain grounding continuity when flushing or
relieving pressure: hold metal part of the spray
gun/dispense valve firmly to the side of a grounded
metal pail, then trigger the gun/valve.

¢ Do not exceed fluid inlet pressure of 15 psi (0.1
MPa, 1.0 bar).

e Do not use a ball check pump on the inlet side of
this pump.
