Spray Tip Selection
Selecting Tip Size

Spray tips come in a variety of hole sizes for
spraying a range of fluids. Your sprayer
includes a tip for use in most paint spraying
applications. Use the coatings table on page
15 to determine the range of recommended
tip hole sizes for each fluid type. If you need
a tip other than the one supplied, see the
Reversible Spray Tip Selection Chart,
page 23.

Hints:

* Asyou spray, the tip wears and
enlarges. Starting with a tip hole size
smaller than the maximum will allow
you to spray within the rated flow
capacity of the sprayer.

* Use larger tip hole sizes with thicker
coatings and smaller tip hole sizes with
thinner coatings.

Inspect motor shroud openings for blockage.

Protect the internal drive parts of this
sprayer from water. Openings in shroud
allow cooling of mechanical parts and
electronics inside. If water gets into these
openings, the sprayer could malfunction or
be permanently damaged.

Airless Hoses

Check hose for damage every time you
spray. Do not attempt to repair hose if hose
jacket or fittings are damaged. Do not use
hoses shorter than 25 ft (7.6 m). Wrench
tighten, using two wrenches.

Spray Tips

e Always clean tips with compatible
cleaning fluid and brush after spraying.

e Tips may require replacement after 15
gallons (57 liters) or they may last
through 60 gallons (227 liters) depend-
ing on abrasiveness of paint.

Pump Repair

When pump packings wear, paint will begin
to leak down outside of pump. Each time the
pump kit is replaced, check pump inlet and
outlet valves for wear or damage.
